The Importance of
School Attendance

Goettsch / Singh

The law on absenteeism

Parents or guardians need to be reported by law when
their son or daughter does not go to school. The law
requires that the school has three documented attempts.
It can be done through a phone call home, letters sent
home where the school informs the parent their child
absent or it can be done in person. When school
personnel has communicated with the parents, nothing
more is required. If the student continues to be absent, a
different process will follow.

When a student has continued absences. . .

First Step

The first step is made when the student begins to miss school. The school will contact the
family with a phone call or email. This contact is to understand why the student is
missing, If there is no contact or if the absences continue then the school will move to
the next step.

Second Step

The school will send a letter home. The letter is to inform the family that the absences
are excessive and the family needs to contact the school to have a discussion about
improving the students attendance. If the parent does not contact the school or if the
absences continue the school will move to the third step.

Third Step

The school will send a second letter to set up an in person meeting. The school may also
send an attendance liaison to your home to check on the student. If the family and
student do not attend the meeting and the absences continue then the school will move to
the final step.

Final Step

The school will request a formal meeting with social services, district officials, and the
District Attorney’s office to discuss consequences for not attending school.

Excessive Absenteeism

* Every school has a team that works with excessive absences.
This may include an administrator, school personnel, a
counselor, or a police officer. These are all assigned by the
school administratot.

- * This team’s primary job is to review all the excessive school

absences. This includes students absent over 5 unexcused

days.

* The school has to prove that an attempt to communicate
with the parents was made. Three attempts is what the law
requires.

Negative effects of absenteeism

* Loss of instruction

* Missed attendance to school functions

* Difficulties learning school material

* Sense of being disconnected from peers and school
personnel.

* Sense of embarrassment because they don’t understand
material.

* Stress because they are behind and have to make up
work.

Importance of school attendance

* To learn and be successful in school.

* Develop good habits for the future and overall
development.

* Create positive experiences.

¢ Create good relationships.

* Create connections to school, staff and peers.

* Receive support to learn how to make positive choices.




Facts about absenteeism

* Students who miss too much school are less likely to

finish High School.

* Students who are continuously absent in kinder and first
rade are less likely to have long term academic success.

* Students who attend school have more success and have

higher grades.

* English Learners who are continuously absent have
lower ELPAC test scotes and ate more likely to be

long-term English learners.

How can I help?

* Call us a soon as you know your child will be absent.

* Only keep your child at home if they are truly sick.

* Try not to take vacations during the school year.

¢ Talk to your child about how they feel about school.

¢ Children are more inclined to attend school when parents support

them and when parents talk about school being important.
* If there is a problem with your child’s attendance, sit down with them
calmly and discuss the reasons why they are not attending. Contact the
school to see how we can help resolve the issue.
We can help resolve the issues and support you. You are not alone.

Make sure your child is current with homework and unfinished work-
one day lost does not mean the work or credit is completely lost.

Support your child with work and tests, as well as days leading to them.
